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The Hippocratic Oath and Attitudes towards Abortion
in Ancient Greek and Roman Society

The article presents a discussion about the well-known phrase from the Hippocratic Oath: “I will
not give a woman a pessary to produce abortion,” which is sometimes interpreted as a prohibition of
abortion. The article analyzes information from sources and the opinions of contemporary authors. It
is pointed out that there are a number of serious arguments against such an understanding. In Antiquity,
infanticide was permitted; it would have been strange, with such an attitude towards newborns, to
show concern for the unborn fetus. Ancient Greek and Roman law does not mention the illegality
of abortion; in the eyes of the law, the fetus is not a subject, but a part of the mother’s body. Ancient
medical literature contains hundreds of recipes for both contraceptives and abortifacients. This very
diversity suggests that in Antiquity, women who wished to terminate unwanted pregnancies, or were
forced to do so for medical reasons, often resorted to abortions. The appearance of a paradoxical point
in the Hippocratic Oath can be explained by different perceptions of the embryo depending on the
stage of pregnancy in Greek and Roman philosophical and medical literature. In early pregnancy,
it was possible to get rid of the fetus without incurring moral condemnation, so early abortions were
quite acceptable. It can be assumed that this point was omitted in the oath, although it was implied,
i. e., it was a question of prohibiting the use of an abortive pessary in pregnancies of 2 or 3 months and
beyond. However, it is impossible to completely solve the riddle of the Hippocratic Oath in a situation
where we can only speculate about who followed it in practice and how comprehensive its norms were.
One thing is certain: the humanistic influence of the oath on ancient society did not lead the latter to
abandon the widespread practice of artificial termination of pregnancy.
